Re our CC to you of our letter to the Queensland Attorney General dated 7 October 2005 detailing alleged failure of Queensland processes that resulted in landholders’ entitlements being curtailed/denied, that included legal advice that there is no legal basis on which we can obtain a merits review of the decision of the Chief Executive of the DNR&M, and that a case against the company would likely cost $450,000- $550,000 which is way out of our reach.  We requested a merits review/appeals process. The Queensland Attorney General on-forwarded our letter to the Minister for Natural Resources & Mines. 

We have today received a response from the Office of Hon Henry Palaszczuk, Minister for Natural Resources and Mines, dated 16 December 2005 declining our request, copy attached.

· We respectfully request that the National Water Commission recommend that the Federal Government withhold the last National Competition payment to Queensland until this matter is fairly and justly resolved.
