Dear Liz,

Please find attached a petition calling for recognition of widespread local water depletion as determined by 30 years of water monitoring and support for a grout curtain close to the Cement Australia open cut mine with pump back of good quality water under recharge conditions to the Wallaby Lane injection site.

The petitioners consist of local landholders within the affected or potentially affected Cement Australia Project Area. Although some Gladstone or other addresses appear they are [other than in one or two exceptions] invariably people who own land within the Project Area but for the moment live elsewhere. 

The 130 signatures represent the bulk of our district.  Support for the petition has been very strong and must be interpreted as an endorsement of the concept. 

Although we are not familiar with what opportunities you may get to speak of our issue in Parliament we ask that you do so if possible. We think it would be appropriate to contrast the hypocrisy of the Smart State that elsewhere enforces level 5 restrictions and recycling of piddle and a Company who espouses World’s Best Practice while for 27 years discharging our water as waste.
